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To ensure that other classes are not disrupted, please follow these simple rules:

1. Students MUST check with the teacher at least one day prior to going into any class to get information.  If the teacher feels the research is too disruptive or s/he cannot spare the time, teachers are not obligated to participate.  Students must be courteous at all times.   

2. In order to get a random sample, short surveys may be given to individual students in SW classes.  These surveys may be distributed directly by the students or indirectly via teacher mailboxes (with teacher approval, of course).

3. If you are planning a survey or experiment, don’t make it too complicated.  Be careful of wording, be aware of time constraints of setup and administration, and make sure it gives you data that you can analyze.

4. You may also send notes to students requesting their participation, but only during break, other non-class times, or times preapproved by the participating teacher(s).
5. Do not use teacher printers for your projects.  
6. Note:  It is possible that your data will show no relation, no correlation, or no clear-cut results.  However, this doesn’t mean the project was a failure.  You showed that there was no relation or correlation, which is, in itself, a significant result.
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
