Goal of Your Proposal: to convince your audience (Emperor Tiberius Scribonius Messnercus and the class) that your project has value and that you can complete it successfully and on time.  Present your material with enthusiasm, but don't exaggerate your knowledge or your ability to complete the project as it could come back to haunt you. 

There are certain basic questions about value and ability that your audience will bring to the proposal and must be answered in order for the audience to make a positive judgment. Those questions help to determine the structure of the proposal. 

1. Project Title

What is the project and the topic it is addressing?  The title clearly describes your artistic representation and its context.  Example:  A Diorama of The Rise and Fall of Julius Caesar.
2. Introduction 

What is this proposal about?  Briefly describe the project that you have in mind. Save the details for later. A few sentences should do the job. 

3. Question & Thesis Statement (Goal):  
You must convince the audience that the project is significant and deserves to be addressed.  An effective goal statement answers a question.  Think of a question that you want answered.  The question should be a “why” question, not a “what” question.  Example:  Why did masses of Europeans immigrate to the American colonies in the 17th century?  Make sure that the question has more than one answer.  The goal statement is one possible answer to your question.  An effective goal statement is an opinion that has evidence to support it, and it is intriguing.  Example:  Our project will prove that religious, political, and social oppression in 17th century Europe was the cause of emigration to the American colonies.
4. Objectives:  (An outline with bullet points works well)
What will be the results of the project? The audience needs to know what outcome they can expect. Describe in very specific terms what the goals of the project are, what you will produce or what tangible changes will take place. Sometimes a list is appropriate, especially if there are several outcomes. Be sure to show how your objectives will directly address the goal that you identified in the previous section.  
5. Method:  (A numbered list works well)
What procedures will you use to achieve the goals of the project?  Describe the actual research you are proposing to do.  Give a plan of action for producing results. It is important that your method do two things: it must convince the audience (1) that you have an effective means of achieving the stated objectives and (2) that you have a full understanding of how to manage the project. 

6. Qualifications 

Do you have the qualifications to compete the project effectively? It is important to address the experience and capabilities that the project team will bring to the project. Present the qualifications for each member, especially showing how individual members have special skills or knowledge that can contribute to the project's success. 

7. Resources 

What materials will you need to complete the project? You should make a list of the resources and describe how they will be used. 

8. Schedule 

Do you have a reasonable plan for completing the project on time? This gives you a set of expectations to gauge your progress through the project. 
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
